Our agreement with the government is that our parish will 
support them financially for the first year or until they are 
able to support themselves.  What is needed now is financial 
support through the parish .  With a rental subsidy from the 
Langelyhill Housing Society, the projected monthly budget is 
$2000, which includes rent, utilities, Internet and phone, 
food and transportation.
